The CAFI team of four members set out to ensure support to earthquake affected area at Leimakhong on 19th of Jan 2016. The first house we visited was at Sabal Keiyam, Louriyam Lolito Singh the head of the family shared their grievance on damaged of their house totally. His wife also shared that her 8 years old grandson sustained injuries in his eyes and he is under treatment .She also shared that all the members of house were dump by the collapse walls and roof and they were rescue by the neighbors. Even after the family is under Antyodaya Anna Yojana (AAY) they are not getting the accurate quantity of PDS items. We had supported with 5 sweaters, soaps, sanitary pads and biscuits. According to their report they haven’t received any support from the Government side, till date the support they received was from the volunteers of ‘Flood relief Manipur’ and from the local people. 
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The next area we visited was the Ex. Servicemen Colony in Leimakhong. More than 25 houses were damaged and people are taking shelter at the relief camps open in the area. There are 5 relief camps open in the area.Tents were supported by Indian army for a month. Even in this area people were not getting any support from the government. 
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 We have supported two boxes of sweaters, three boxes of biscuits, a box of soaps and sanitary pads to the people who are in the relief camps. We have hand over the stuffs to people who were present at the camps and Mr. P. Sanjoy, a volunteer from the area and also member of ‘Flood Relief Manipur’. He took initiative to support the affected people and to distribute the stuffs to all the affected people. He also shared that as soon as possible 30 houses will be re-constructing with bamboo as a pillar. ‘Flood Relief Manipur’ will be supporting to buy the bamboos. Field team also contributed 3300 for “Earthquake Relief Support”.
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Recommendations for further support we can provide:

Mr. Louriyam Lolito has Antyodaya Anna Yojana (AAY) card they can be benefited with the scheme of Indira Awaas yozna (IAY) to construct his house, for this Mr. Manoj Thokchom will follow up and ensure the house is built. Ex - Servicemen Colony, another affected area which we visited is urgently in need of bamboos for reconstructing the houses. As per their planning, they need around 1000 bamboos and per bamboo, the cost is between Rs.100-150. If there is provision, we can help them with whatever amount we can support.
